Educational Records Required

All applicants must submit their secondary school certificates
or mark sheet, and all college/university transcripts. These
educational documents must bear the original seal and
signature of the Headmaster, Registrar, Ministry of Education,
or officially designated Ministry. Also submit the official results
of any national examinations given in your country. If you
completed high school in the U.S.A. or in an American high
school system, you must submit scores from the American
College Test (ACT) or the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT).
These scores are also required for beginning freshmen
applicants who are English-speaking citizens of Australia,
Canada, South Africa, and the UK. Other students may submit
SAT scores for admission consideration, but they are not
required to do so.

If you submit unofficial records (those which do not bear the
original signature of the institution's representative) you will
delay admission consideration because these documents

2007-2008 Financial Requirements

Beginning Fall 2007 semester, international students must
have assured financial resources of not less than $23,600.00
(U.S. dollars) for each academic year of study at SIUC.

You must include a bank statement or letter from your
sponsor, with the financial statement attached, and return it
with your admission application. (Your bank statement is a
letter from a representative of the bank where you, your
parents, or your sponsor maintain an account.)

You may be admitted without submitting a TOEFL score, but
enrollment in university courses is contingent upon your
demonstration of appropriate English language skills. This
may require attendance at the SIUC Center for English as a
Second Language for a minimum of one 8-week term, tuition
charge of $1800. All CESL charges subject to change without
notice. (See English Competency, p. 3)

Fees or housing rates may be changed without notice by the
Southern lllinois University Board of Trustees. Undergraduate
tuition rates for academic enroliment are guaranteed for 48
continuous months from a new studentOs initial enroliment.

To ensure that your records will be processed as quickly as
possible, print or type your name correctly and uniformly on all
University documents.

In completing the undergraduate admission application you
must answer all questions, include names of all the institutions
you have attended, and personally sign your application.

You must
apply early in order to allow time for postal delivery of your
letter of admission and [-20 form and to make travel and
housing arrangements before classes begin.

“Tuition rate is guaranteed for new students enrolling in Fall 2007, for continued academic term
enrollment for 48 months from initial term. Any enrollment after the initial 48 months will be
charged at the new rate in effect for that year, which will be higher.

“New Freshmen with no transfer hours must expect to complete a minimum of 120 semester credit
hours in order to earn a bachelor®s degree. This cannot be done in eight (8) semesters of only
12 hours enrollment each. If you plan to enroll for 6 hours each summer, you should estimate
an additional $3,610.00 for summer tuition and fees. Also consider housing, books, and
supplies. If you take only 12 hours per term, and do not attend during the summer, it will take
you 10 semesters, or five (5) years to complete a bachelorOs degree. Tuition for your fifth year
will be calculated at the higher rate in effect during your fifth year.

An official TOEFL score is NOT required for admission to the
university. However, students must demonstrate English
competency before they can enroll in SIUC courses. English
competency can be demonstrated by your:

*Successful completion of the TOEFL examination with the following
scores b 520 (PB), 190 (CB), 68 (IB);

*Submission of a score of 6.5 on the IELTS Exam;

*Successful completion of at least two years of study at a United
States high school;

*Successful completion of 56 earned semester hours in a United
States college or university;

*Successful completion of secondary education in a country in which
English is the native language;

*Successful completion with an earned grade of A or B of English
Composition | and English Composition Il at an accredited post
secondary institution in the United States.

If you meet all other admissions requirements and have
demonstrated your English competency as noted above, you
will be granted unconditional admission to SIUC and can
begin your academic work upon arrival.

If you have not demonstrated your English competency as
noted above, but meet all other admissions requirements, you
will be granted admission and be required to take an
institutional TOEFL administered by SIUC's Center for English
as a Second Language (CESL) upon your arrival in
Carbondale. If you do not then meet the English competency
with an acceptable TOEFL score, you must enroll, at your own
expense, in the intensive English program conducted by CESL
and remain in the program until your English competency
improves to the level required for University course enroliment.

Southern lllinois University Carbondale offers several
financial aid programs, which are open only to non- .
immigrant student visa holders through the office of

International Programs and Services.

Student-to-Student Grants

STS Grants are awarded each semester to
undergraduate international students on the basis of
academic achievement. Awards range from $100 to
$300 for one semester. The grant is funded by the STS
fee, which is charged to undergraduate students.

(Students classified by the Immigration and Naturalization
Service as Permanent Residents or Refugees should
consult the domestic Financial Aid Office for information on
financial aid programs available to them.)

Eligibility Requirements

I. Academic Achievement Tuition Assistance -You must have completed at least one semester at

SIUC.

Awardees are selected on the basis of their academic

achievements, involvement in SIUC activities or services,
and financial need. Undergraduate awards cover part of
the tuition (not fees) for one or more semesters.

Eligibility Requirements

-You must have completed one year of academic
(beyond English as a Second Language) study at SIUC
prior to the semester for which you request the
scholarship.

-Undergraduate applicants must possess a minimum of
3.5 GPA.

-Students receiving awards must carry a full time course
load during the term(s) covered by the award.

-This is a very competitive process, and not every
applicant who meets minimum requirements will be
awarded a scholarship.

Application Dates

-Applications for the undergraduate awards will be
available from International Students & Scholars each
Spring semester. Students must apply for the tuition
scholarship for the upcoming Summer, Fall and Spring
semesters. Notice of application dates are published in
the International Dateline and in the Daily Egyptian.

1. Short-Term Emergency Loans

Short-Term Emergency Loans are available through 1SS
in cooperation with the Office of Student Work and
Financial Assistance. These loans must be repaid in
approximately 60 days, and applicants must have a
confirmed source of funds from which the loan can be
repaid (e.g. assistantship, scholarship, student job,
check deposited with Bursar). Loans are normally for
$100-$200, but may be approved for up to $350 if funds
for repayment are specifically documented. Due to

-You must be an undergraduate full-time student.
-Your GPA must be at least 2.0.

-You must have paid the STS fee for the semester in
which you apply.

-Applications available in the third week of each
semester (second week in Summer). Exact dates will
be announced in the International Dateline and/or in the

V. Student Work Referrals

International students on an F-1 visa are eligible to hold
only on-campus, Onon-federalwork studyOstudent jobs,
which pay the SIUC minimum wage (beginning July 1,
2007, $7.50 per hour). Work Referral forms are
obtained from ISS. (International students are prohibited
by the Immigration & Naturalization Service from
working off-campus without special permission.)
