Proposed FY04 Federal
Budget Emphasizes Security

On Feb. 3 President Bush released his
FY04 budget proposal. His plan proposes
overall increases for federal investment
in research and development—especially
for defense development and homeland
security research.

In a budget that proposes record defi-
cits for this year and next, an additional
$1.5 trillion package of tax cuts over
the next decade, continuing increases in
defense spending, and new entitlement
spending, the President’s proposal calls
for only modest increases in domestic pro-
grams that don’t fall within the security
realm.

NSF Improves Navigation for
Preparing Budgets

The National Science Foundation has
redesigned its FastLane budget screens
to improve navigation. The new budget
screens are available for Proposal Prepara-
tion, Revised Proposal Budget, PI Trans-
fer, and Addition of SubAward. A pre-
view of the new budget screens is on the
FastLane demo site, www.fldemo.nsf.gov.
The current budget screens will be avail-
able alongside the new budget screens
until May 6.

Significant changes include:

® A new budget summary screen that
allows you to add/delete budget years and
budget organizations, change the PI and
organization, and access the budget form
and budget justification from a single
screen.

e Ability to delete multiple budget
years simultaneously.

e Ability to delete multiple budget
organizations simultaneously.

e Ability to add/delete senior person-
nel for a budget year from a single screen.

e Ability to search for organizations
by DUNS ID when adding budget organi-
zations.

NIH: Life Is Getting Easier for
RO3 and R21 Applicants

The National Institutes of Health is in
the process of standardizing the rules for
submitting applications for unsolicited
small grants (R03) and exploratory or de-
velopmental research grants (R21).
Though the NIH Guide announcement is
still under development, researchers can
expect to see the following features.
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RO3 applications:
e A 10-page limit for the research plan.
® A project period of up to two years.
® No appendix.
® One or two modules with up to
$50,000 in annual direct costs.
® No preliminary data required.
¢ One revision.
® No renewals.
R21 applications:
¢ A 15-page limit for the research plan.
e A project period of up to two years.
e Two-year direct costs not to exceed
$275,000.
® No preliminary data required.
¢ Up to five articles in the appendix.
If you are working with a current R0O3
or R21 announcement, continue to
follow its instructions.

Human and Social Dynamics:
Special FY03 Competition

The National Science Foundation’s
Human and Social Dynamics (HSD)
priority area aims to develop and apply
multi-scaled, multidisciplinary approaches
to better understand the causes and rami-
fications of change and to increase collec-
tive capabilities to anticipate its complex
consequences.

The goals are:

® To develop a comprehensive, multi-
disciplinary approach to understanding
human and social dynamics;

¢ To capitalize on the convergence in
biology, engineering, nanotechnology,
information technology, and cognition to
advance the understanding of behavior
and performance at the individual and
social levels;

¢ To refine knowledge about decision
making, risk, and uncertainty and to learn
how to translate this knowledge into im-
proved decision making;

¢ To develop the broad range of infra-
structure needed to support transforma-
tive interdisciplinary research; and

e To create relevant large-scale data
resources and advance methodological
frontiers, such as agent-based modeling,
complex network analysis, non-linear
dynamics, computer-assisted qualitative
analysis, multi-level, multi-scalar analysis
and other innovations grounded in mea-
surement research and new technologies
to provide the foundation for social and
behavioral investigations for the next
decade.
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In all areas, emphasis is placed on
advancement of fundamental under-
standing within and across the social,
behavioral, and economic sciences and
related science and engineering disci-
plines. Emphasis also is placed on the
integration of theoretical and empirical
research.

Four special competitions will be con-
ducted in FY 2003: Decision Making Un-
der Uncertainty (DMUU) Centers; Deci-
sion Making Under Uncertainty (DMUU)
Developmental Proposals (supporting cli-
mate change decision making); Enhanc-
ing Human Performance (EHP); and
Empirical Implications of Theoretical
Models (EITM). For EHP and EITM,
individuals and small groups of investiga-
tors may submit proposals to advance fun-
damental understanding and achieve a
range of broader impacts.

Estimated Number of Awards: 45-55
(3-5 cooperative agreements for DMUU
Centers, 7-10 standard grants for DMUU
Developmental awards, 25-30 standard or
continuing grants for EHP awards, and
10-12 standard grants for EITM awards).

The Human and Social Dynamics
priority area will be developed over the
following five years guided by a team of
representatives from all of NSF’s direc-
torates. During 2004 to 2008, the HSD
priority area will focus on six major
themes: (1) enhancing human perfor-
mance, (2) decision making, (3) agents of
change, (4) modeling human and social
dynamics, (5) spatial social science, and
(6) instrumentation and data resource
development.

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NIGMS, NIDDK: Evolutionary
Mechanisms in Infectious
Disease

The National Institute of General
Medical Sciences and National Institute
of Diabetes and Digestive and Kidney
Diseases are seeking proposals to encour-
age development of a predictive science
of infectious disease by applying the per-
spectives, theories, and methods from
relevant scientific disciplines to impor-
tant issues of disease emergence, preven-
tion, and the consequences of treatment.

Research projects involving interdis-
ciplinary collaborations are an explicit
goal, and might include evolutionary
biology, microbiology, population dynam-
ics, chemistry, biochemistry, and compu-
tational biology. The focus is on discovery
of fundamental biological principles
rather than knowledge or treatment of
specific diseases.

Proposals should address broad evolu-
tionary questions that are relevant to
infectious disease in general. A variety of
model systems, including plant and
microbial systems, will be considered when
they are used to address fundamental
mechanisms of evolution. Studies that
combine quantitative, theoretical, and
experimental approaches are especially
encouraged.

e Causes and sources of infectious
disease.

e Interactions between hosts and
pathogens.

e Consequences of intervention strat-
egies.

e Establishment of model systems to
explore the environmental, physiological,
and genetic factors responsible for gener-
ating and maintaining variation in patho-
gen, vector, and host populations, includ-
ing co-evolutionary dynamics.

NIH: Academic Research
Enhancement Awards

The National Institutes of Health
(NIH) is continuing to make a special
effort to stimulate research in educational
institutions that provide baccalaureate or
advanced training for a significant num-
ber of the nation’s research scientists but
that have not been major recipients of
NIH support. AREA funds support new
and continuing health-related, small-scale
research projects by faculty members of
eligible schools (SIUC is eligible), in order
to create a research opportunity for scien-
tists and institutions otherwise unlikely
to participate extensively in NIH pro-
grams.

Individual researchers (1) may not be
the principal investigator of any active
NIH research grant at the time of award of
an AREA grant, (2) may not be awarded
more than one AREA grant at a time,
(3) may not submit an application to NIH
for another research project grant for
essentially the same project proposed in a
pending AREA application, and (4) are
expected to conduct the majority of the
research at the grantee institution.

The R15 award enables scientists at
eligible institutions to receive support for
small research projects, which might
include feasibility studies, pilot studies,
and other small-scale research programs.
A maximum of $150,000 in direct costs
may be awarded for a period of up to three
years.

Adults’ Use of Evidence and Their
Views of Youth: Understanding how
adults who are our key constituents
(influential policymakers, practitioners,
scholars, advocates, and members of the
media) view youth, and the policies and
services that affect youth. We are particu-
larly interested in when and how evi-
dence from the health, social, and behav-
ioral sciences affects their knowledge,
views, and behavior. Current priorities
include:

® The effectiveness of various com-
munication and dissemination strategies
on the knowledge, views, and behaviors
of key constituents.

® The communication networks and
sources used by adults who are influential
in youth policy and practice.

¢ The understanding and use of evi-
dence from the health, social, and behav-
ioral sciences in changing youth policy
and practice.

Action Topic: Improving the Quality
of After-School Programs: The founda-
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tion will be devoting significant resources
to this area in the next two to three years,
especially in regard to communication and
capacity-building activities. However,
letters of inquiry on the three areas listed
above will be welcomed.
