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A Community of Science How-To

How to Join COS

Community of Science, Inc. (COS) is an excellent source of funding information, as
well as potential collaborators, for both faculty and students. This research database
is a global registry of funding sources and academic and nonacademic researchers in
all disciplines (“science” here derives from L. scientia, ‘knowledge’). COS brings
together the world’s most prominent scientists and researchers at more than 1,600
universities, corporations, and government agencies worldwide. SIUC’s institu-
tional subscription covers the use of the COS databases for all SIUC faculty, staff,
and students in the siu.edu domain.

SIUC recommends that all faculty and staff members join COS for help in finding
funding opportunities, to promote the industrial relevance of their research, and to
find collaborators from within and without the University. Here’s how to create your
personal COS “workbench,” receive funding alerts, and create and regularly update
your expertise profile.

® Go to the COS homepage by typing www.cos.com in your browser, or click on
the COS tab at the upper left sidebar of the ORDA homepage (www.siu.edu/orda).

® Once on the COS homepage, click on the Login/Join tab at the top.

¢ [f you already have a COS username and password, enter both and click the
Log in button. (Or, if you’ve forgotten your username and password, go to Request
It Here.)

¢ [f you have not already registered with COS, click on the Join option on the
left and fill out the information requested: e-mail address, first name, last name,
institution (scroll down to select Southern Illinois University from the pick list).
Continue to select your College and Department from the pick lists; do not type
these in. Choose the keywords that would be most relevant to finding funding for
your research, scholarly, or creative activities. You will be asked to select a username
and password of at least six characters. Note that there are some required fields.

® Once you have joined, a page will pop up that gives you two options:

Add Details to my Profile Now, or Launch My COS Workbench Now.

How to Launch Your COS Workbench
The COS Workbench is the central location for individual members to access all the
services available through COS. These include Funding News; Science News, which
is updated every hour; information about meetings, conferences, and professional
societies; Bookstore; Career Center; Travel Center; Buyers’ Guides; and lab equip-
ment auctions.

After you join COS, a click on Launch My COS Workbench Now will bring you
to your own Workbench page with immediate access to the products and services of
COS. Note the three boxes in the left sidebar: the lowest of these gives you the
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opportunity to customize your Work-
bench, get answers to FAQs, and find out
more about COS. Spend some time with
each of the sections of your Workbench
in order to optimize your familiarity with
them.

After you have joined COS and
launched your Workbench, you will find
that every time you get into COS you can
click on Login from the homepage (upper
left) and go directly to your Workbench

page.

How to Add Details to Your
Profile

After you join COS, you can click on
Add Details to My Profile Now to create
a full profile of your expertise, research
interests, and publications, in addition to
the information you have already entered
(which is your basic profile). This be-
comes part of the SIU Expertise Database
of faculty, staff, and students at COS.

After you have inserted information
in each section, click on that section’s
Edit button, then click on Save and Re-
turn to Update Menu. Be careful to Save
Changes after editing.

Note that COS has a series of profes-
sional editors who process the profiles.
One of the things they do is add Key-
words from their “controlled keyword the-
saurus based on your description of your
expertise and research interests and/or your
list of publications.” This sometimes re-
sults in semi-bizarre assignments: I, for
example, had “education research” added
to mine, and a former administrator from
foreign languages was stunned to find
she was listed as “French teacher.” These
keyword assignments seem harmless,
however.

SIUC recommends that you update
your profile at least once a year. You can
do this from your Workbench by clicking
on My Profile at the top, right side.

CUR: Posters on the Hill

Each abstract should
explain the work performed and discuss
the importance of the work to science and
society.

NSF: Course, Curriculum, and
Laboratory Improvement—
Adaptation & Implementation

The National Science Foundation’s
Course, Curriculum, and Laboratory
Improvement (CCLI) program targets
activities affecting learning environ-
ments, course content, curricula, and edu-
cational practices, with the aim of con-
tributing to the relevant research base
that will support efforts to enhance sci-
ence, technology, engineering, and
mathematics (STEM) education.

The Adaptation and Implementation
(A&I) track of the program emphasizes
the local adaptation and implementation
of previously developed exemplary mate-
rials and practices, including laboratory
experiences and support for instrumenta-
tion. NSF will accept proposals for two
types of projects:

Type 1 projects are expected to adapt
and implement high-quality STEM
curricula, materials, and/or techniques in
order to achieve specific curricular
changes. When possible, projects are ex-
pected to include students in meaningful
ways in the activities so that they are
able to provide input to the planning and
decisions. Project scope may range from
improvements in an individual course or
laboratory to a more comprehensive
effort that impacts entire curricula or
programs.

Type 1l projects provide support for a
group of faculty who have identified the
challenges or barriers that are currently
preventing curriculum reform, to pursue a
plan that details their strategies for over-
coming these problems. In order to begin
significant curriculum reform, projects are
expected to explore exemplary STEM cur-
ricula, materials, and/or practices. The



projects also are expected to include stu-
dents in meaningful ways in the activities
so that they are able to provide input to
the planning and decisions.

The National Science Foundation’s
ITEST program is designed to increase
opportunities for students and teachers to
learn about, experience, and use informa-
tion technologies within the context of
science, technology, engineering, and
mathematics (STEM), including informa-
tion technology (IT) courses.

Supported projects are intended to pro-
vide opportunities both for school-age
children and for teachers to build the
skills and knowledge needed to advance
their study, and to function and contrib-
ute in a technologically rich society.

For FY2004, ITEST will fund youth-
based projects with strong emphases on
career and educational paths, and com-
prehensive projects for students and
teachers. This solicitation complements
and is not intended to overlap with NSF’s
Advanced Technological Education
(ATE) program. Proposals for the devel-
opment of IT classroom materials for
students or teachers, or for professional
development of IT teachers in support of
technical careers, should be submitted to
the ATE program.

The Council on Undergraduate Re-
search is accepting applications for 2004
Undergraduate Summer Research Fellow-
ships. These awards provide support for
10 weeks of research with a faculty mem-
ber on the student’s home campus.

The program funds students in the
natural or social sciences, mathematics,
and engineering. Awards will be $3,000
to $4,000 for the student’s stipend, sup-
plies, and (sometimes) travel.

Faculty mentors apply electronically
on behalf of themselves and a student,
who may or may not be named in the
proposal. Criteria used for selecting
awardees include the overall quality of
the project, of the research environment,
and of the faculty member.

CUR encourages proposals that repre-
sent new research activities for the faculty
applicant, which may range from initia-
tion of a research program for a new fac-
ulty member to re-igniting the research
program of a senior faculty member.
