ORDA Revamps Proposal, Budget
Procedures

As SIUC changes to achieve its Southern at 150 goals, we at ORDA must also evolve
and adapt our procedures to more closely mirror the best practices of our peer and
aspirational peer universities.

One key function of a central research office like ORDA is to oversee proposal
submissions to ensure that they comply with federal, state, and university policies. To
accomplish that, ORDA has traditionally offered researchers assistance to develop
more competitive proposals—information on funding sources, agency policies and
quirks, budget preparation, proposal-writing strategies, and so on.

However, a maturing research enterprise means an increasing number of proposal
submissions to ORDA and an increasing burden of federal research compliances
(particularly human subjects and animal care). That increase in workload is compelling
us to modify some of our pre-awards procedures. These changes will, we hope, give
ORDA staff more time to disseminate information about funding opportunities and
research compliances and to help less-experienced faculty develop competitive
research proposals.

One change that will most immediately affect faculty is that ORDA will no longer
create budget spreadsheets for grant proposals. We will, however, continue to review
final budgets to ensure that the budgets have the correct salaries, fringe benefits, and
F&A rates. This change is effective immediately.

The reason for this change is that too many person-hours are being spent in typing
budget spreadsheets and internal checklists for individual proposals, a legacy of pre-
computer and pre-web days of yore. The fact is that faculty know best what budgetary
resources are needed for successful completion of their projects. This change will bring
us in line with the usual practice at major research universities, where faculty, not the
central research office staff, create
budgets for their own grant applica-
tions.

This change should streamline
things for experienced researchers,
and much assistance is still available
in person and online for researchers
who are less experienced. ORDA
will be offering workshops on bud-
get preparation for researchers (see
page 2 for this semester’s schedule).
ORDA’s website (www.siu.edu/
orda) has sample downloadable
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spreadsheets and data on graduate stu-
dent salaries, fringe-benefit rates, travel
allowances, and F&A (indirect cost) rates;
see the Proposal Assistance menu. Our
online Sponsored Project Guide offers
extensive guidance in putting together
budgets (see section 3.5) and explains the
proposal submission process and guide-
lines in detail (see section 5).

Furthermore, ORDA staff will be glad
to review draft budgets on request and
suggest revisions. More experienced re-
searchers may not need ORDA staff to
review the budget before their chairs and
deans review it, but you may want ORDA’s
help if you are relatively new to grant
writing, putting together a more exten-
sive budget than usual, or dealing with a
new type of project or an unfamiliar
agency.

A second change is that researchers
will need to type their own Proposal/
Award Checklist (downloadable from our
website as a fillable PDF file) for signa-
tures, thereby beginning the internal
review process before or at the same time
that ORDA is reviewing the budget.
Allow at least two weeks for your
department chair or center director and
dean to review proposals and budgets.

As always, careful reviews by chairs/
directors and deans are extremely impor-
tant. When chairs/directors and deans sign
the Proposal/Award Checklist, they are
taking ultimate responsibility for the
project. They are confirming that the prin-
cipal investigator has the capability to
complete the project, that the money
requested is adequate, that the project fits
with departmental and college goals, that
office and lab resources are available, and
that the PI has enough time to commit to
the project.

Faculty should allow plenty of time for
ORDA’s review before the agency’s
deadline: at least two business days. If a
proposal or budget arrives in ORDA too
late for adequate review, the director of
ORDA may sign the proposal to meet the
agency’s deadline but reserves the right to
withdraw it from agency consideration if
it does not meet University guidelines
and standards.

OF SPECIAL NOTE

Staff Changes Coming at
ORDA; Plan Ahead

As many faculty and staff on campus
already know, ORDA will be losing two
veteran research project specialists at the
end of December. Connie Shanahan,
who has been with ORDA since 1990,
and Carolyn Donow, who joined ORDA
in 1988, will both be retiring, and both
will be greatly missed.

Connie serves as ORDA’s information
specialist and as the editor of this newslet-
ter, as well as handling proposal submis-
sions from the School of Medicine, the
College of Liberal Arts, and the College
of Applied Sciences and Arts. Carolyn
handles proposal submissions from the
College of Agriculture, the School of Law,
and the College of Education; she also
serves as the ORDA compliance officer
for human subjects and animal care.

Although we are hoping to have new
project specialists on board as soon as
possible, ORDA will be short-staffed for
some period of time, and it will take awhile
before our new colleagues learn the ropes.
If you’re thinking about submitting a grant
proposal next semester, work ahead as
much as possible. (This goes for faculty
and staff in all colleges, not just those
covered by Carolyn and Connie.)

In connection with these changes,
ORDA will institute a more coordinated
system whereby, on most grants, a
researcher will work with one project
specialist from start to finish— from pro-
posal submission, to grant acceptance and
account set-up, to such routine grant ad-
ministration matters as budget revisions
and time extensions. (Subcontracts, com-
plex contracts, and similar post-award
matters will continue to be handled by
Sonjie Schwartz.) We hope this “one-
stop-shopping” approach will be more
helpful and more efficient for researchers.

We will keep you apprised of our staff
changes and college assignments as this
plan goes forward. Meanwhile, please join
us in wishing Carolyn and Connie all the
best in retirement.

NIH Updates Criteria for
Evaluating Investigator-
Initiated Grant Applications

Updated review criteria will be in
effect at the National Institutes of Health
for applications received on or after
Jan. 10, 2005, for investigator-initiated
research grants. (Solicited research grant
applications submitted in response to
Requests for Applications will continue
to use the review criteria described in the
RFA.)

Reviewers will use the updated review
criteria below as the basis for evaluating
research grant applications and for assign-
ing a single, global score reflecting the
overall impact that the project could have
on the advancement of science. The em-
phasis on each criterion may vary from
one application to another; an applica-
tion need not be strong in all categories to
be judged likely to have a major scientific
impact and thus deserve a high priority
score.

1. Significance. Does this study ad-
dress an important problem? If the aims of
the application are achieved, how will
scientific knowledge or clinical practice
be advanced? What will be the effect of
these studies on the concepts, methods,
technologies, treatments, services, or pre-
ventive interventions that drive this field?

2. Approach. Are the conceptual or
clinical framework, design, methods, and
analyses adequately developed, well
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integrated, well reasoned, and appropri-
ate to the aims of the project? Does the
applicant acknowledge potential problem
areas and consider alternative tactics?

3. Innovation. Is the project original
and innovative? For example: Does the
project challenge existing paradigms or
clinical practice or address an innovative
hypothesis or critical barrier to progress in
the field? Does the project develop or
employ novel concepts, approaches,
methodologies, tools, or technologies for
this area?

4. Investigators. Are the investigators
appropriately trained and well suited to
carry out this work? Is the work proposed
appropriate to the experience level of the
principal investigator and other research-
ers? Does the investigative team bring
complementary and integrated expertise
to the project (if applicable)?

5. Environment. Does the scientific
environment in which the work will be
done contribute to the probability of suc-
cess? Do the proposed studies benefit from
unique features of the scientific environ-
ment or subject populations, or employ
useful collaborative arrangements? Is there
evidence of institutional support?

Program

The Office of Naval Research’s Young
Investigator Program seeks to identify and
support academic scientists and engineers
who have received the Ph.D. or equiva-
lent degree within the last five years and
who show exceptional promise for doing
creative research. Proposals addressing the
following priority research areas will be
considered.

Mathematical, Computer, and Infor-
mation Sciences: inverse problems aris-
ing from electromagnetic and acoustic
wave propagation and scattering; math-
ematical foundations for imaging, image
analysis, and image processing; mathemati-
cal optimization; fundamentals of software
and systems; intelligent systems.

Physical Sciences: environmentally
benign anti-fouling/fouling-release coat-
ings; novel membranes and waste treat-
ment systems; platform emission reduc-
tion; energy conversion and thermal
management science; organic- and inor-
ganic-based energy storage materials and
devices; sliding surfaces and contacts.

Materials: piezoelectric materials; ad-
vanced coatings for corrosion control;
metals and welding; advanced multifunc-
tional composites; solid mechanics for ship
structures; processing science.

Expeditionary Warfare Operations
Technology: nanoscale materials phe-
nomena; lightweight power sources;
human sensory augmentation.

The National Science Foundation’s
Major Research Instrumentation Program
(MRI) seeks to improve the quality and
expand the scope of research and research
training in science and engineering, and
to foster the integration of research and
education by providing instrumentation
for research-intensive learning environ-
ments. The MRI program encourages the
development and acquisition of research
instrumentation for shared inter- and/or
intra-organizational use and in concert
with private-sector partners.

The MRI program assists in the acqui-
sition or development of major research
instrumentation that is, in general, too
costly for support through other NSF pro-
grams. Proposals may be for a single in-
strument, a large system of instruments,
or multiple instruments that share a com-
mon or specific research focus.

Environmental and Human
Health Effects of Nanomaterials

The U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency, the National Science Founda-
tion, and the National Institute for Occu-
pational Safety and Health are seeking
applications proposing research on the
potential effects of nanotechnology and
manufactured nanomaterials on human
health and the environment.
