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The Federal Budget, FY05: Mixed
News but Unmixed Messages

The elections are over, the dust is settling, Congress is back in action, and a
preliminary version of the federal budget was passed on November 20 in an omnibus
appropriations bill. A final bill will be acted on December 6, before you receive this
newsletter, and funding levels may change slightly. Federal R&D (research and
development) in FY05 will be at the highest level ever: $132.2 billion, which
represents an increase of $6 billion (4.8 percent).

For researchers, the news is good or bad depending on your research foci and
political persuasions. Some
federal agencies were given
substantial increases; others
were cut. Priorities are clear,
however.

Eighty percent of the R&D
increase goes to defense, pri-
marily for weapons develop-
ment. Not surprisingly, Con-
gress gave substantial funding
to entities related to the war
on terrorism and the war in
Iraq. The biggest winner was
the Department of Homeland
Security, which was funded to
the tune of $1.2 billion, a 20
percent increase over last year;
the Department of Defense
was funded at $70.3 billion,
roughly a 7 percent increase.

Nondefense R&D budget-
ing is at $57.1 billion, an
increase of only $1.2 billion,
or 2.1 percent. The budget for
NASA was at the full agency
request of $16.1 billion, a 4.5
percent increase. The increase
relates to putting the space
shuttle back in flight, resuming

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construction of the space station, and ad-
dressing President Bush’s goal of sending
astronauts to the moon and eventually to
Mars. And the Department of Energy Of-
fice of Science was increased 2.8 percent.

Health-related research seems to have
lost its priority status. The National Insti-
tutes of Health received only a 2 percent
increase, to $28.6 billion, a veritable slap
in the face after the 15 percent increases
it enjoyed during the previous five years
that led to a doubling of the agency’s
budget.

Worse (depending on one’s point of
view), the budget for the National Sci-
ence Foundation—the premier agency in
the world for support of basic science—
was actually CUT by 2 percent, to $5.5
billion. The agency’s education and hu-
man resources programs were reduced by
10 percent. This is the NSF’s first decline
since 1990. At one time there was a
hope that the NSF budget would be
doubled in the same manner that NIH’s
was. Guess not.

The biggest loser in the FY05 budget
was the environment, with the
Environmental Protection Agency down
4.8 percent, at $700 million.

IACUC Earns Full
Accreditation!

The Council on Accreditation of the
Association for Assessment and Accredi-
tation of Laboratory Animal Care
(AAALAC) recently completed its trien-
nial inspection of laboratory animal care
facilities at SIUC, and announced on
November 19 that our laboratory animal
program is fully accredited. SIUC’s ani-
mal facility has been accredited since 1973
and must be re-accredited every three
years.

Having a laboratory animal care facil-
ity that is fully accredited by AAALAC is
extremely important for research univer-
sities and for faculty who use animals in
their research. The IACUC, the vivarium
staff, the researchers, and especially the
chair of the Institutional Animal Care
and Use Committee (IACUC), John
Martinko, have worked hard to meet the
rigorous requirements of the council. The
AAALAC accreditation letter to Vice
Chancellor John Koropchak says, “The
council recognizes your efforts to achieve
a quality animal care and use program and
commends you and your staff for the posi-
tive actions taken.”

Thank you to all who have helped
SIUC achieve this recognition for one of
the university’s major research support
facilities.

New Form for Programs That
Limit Proposal Submissions

A few grant programs, such as the NSF
Major Research Instrumentation Program,
the NSF Partnerships in Innovation Pro-
gram, and the NEH Summer Stipend Pro-
gram, limit the number of proposal sub-
missions from an institution. In such cases,
if the number of SIUC faculty planning
grant applications exceeds the limit, the
university must decide which proposals to
submit.

To enable a fair institutional review
process, ORDA is asking principal inves-
tigators applying to such programs to
notify ORDA at least 30 days in advance
of the program deadline. A new Notifi-
cation of Intent to Apply form (www.
siu.edu/orda/rates/intent.pdf) has been
posted on ORDA’s website (see either the
Proposal Assistance menu or the Rates
and Forms menu).

The Notification of Intent, which is
short and simple to fill out, will allow
ORDA to determine in a timely way
whether the university needs to institute
a proposal selection process for a given
RFP. If more proposals are planned than
the agency will accept, we will notify the
PI to submit a 3- to 5-page project de-
scription, 1-page budget, and PI curricu-
lum vitas to ORDA 15 days before the
agency deadline. The Office of the Vice
Chancellor for Research will establish a
committee to oversee the proposal selec-
tion.

This requirement will not affect many
researchers. If the agency or program
does NOT limit institutional submis-
sions, there’s no need to fill out the new
notification form.

SIUC: Undergraduate
Research/Creative Activity
Awards

SIUC’s undergraduate research pro-
gram, REACH (Research-Enriched Aca-
demic Challenge), makes 20 awards each
year to support original research and cre-
ative projects by undergraduates working
under the guidance of a faculty mentor.
The awards fund up to $1,500 in supplies/
services and a 10-hour-per-week under-
graduate assistantship.

Students in all disciplines are eligible
to apply. Applicants must have a GPA of
2.25 or better and be a full-time degree-
seeking student enrolled for at least one
semester during the 2005-06 academic
year. In some cases, award recipients may
receive academic credit for their project;
students should check with their faculty
mentor. Past winners of this award are
ineligible.

Applications may be downloaded from
the REACH web site, www.siu.edu/
~reach (click on “Research Awards”). The
site also lists past winners and their
projects.

Awards will be announced in early
April. Projects begin in July 2005 and end
in June 2006. Award winners present
research posters describing their work
and preliminary findings at the annual
Undergraduate Research Forum, held in
March or April.

NSF: Talent Expansion
Program for STEM Fields

The National Science Foundation’s
Science, Technology, Engineering, and
Mathematics Talent Expansion Program
(STEP) seeks to increase the number of
students receiving associate or baccalau-
reate degrees in science, technology,
engineering, and mathematics (STEM).

Type 1 STEP awards are aimed at
implementing strategies that will lead to

an increase in the number of U.S. citizens
or permanent residents obtaining STEM
degrees at institutions with baccalaureate
degree programs, or completing associate
degrees or credits toward transfer to a
baccalaureate degree program in STEM
fields. Projects may focus on the retention
and/or recruitment of undergraduate stu-
dents into STEM fields.

 Type 2 proposals support educational
research projects on factors affecting asso-
ciate or baccalaureate degree attainment
in STEM. Proposals should be based in a
research design that incorporates appro-
priate and proven methodologies and
strategies.

EPA: Environmental Manage-
ment Studies Fellowships

The U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency provides fellowships to students
pursuing environmental careers. The
National Network for Environmental
Management Studies offers approximately
40 research projects, allowing students to
complete the research project while work-
ing full-time at EPA during the summer or
part-time during the school year at an
EPA office or laboratory. Projects are
organized in five categories: environmen-
tal policy, regulation, and law; environ-
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mental management and administration;
