NASA Launches New
Electronic System for
Proposals

NASA is moving to a new web-based
system for the submission and review of
research proposals. The current system,
SYS-EYFUS, is being phased out, and the
new system, NASA Solicitation and Pro-
posal Integrated Review and Evaluation
System (NSPIRES), is being introduced
for proposal submission to solicitations
released in or after January 2005.

Initially, NSPIRES will support only
the submission of proposal cover page data
online. Ultimately, however, it will re-
ceive complete electronic proposals for
NASA research opportunities, including
NASA Research Announcements
(NRAs), Announcements of Opportunity
(AOs), unsolicited proposals, and con-
gressionally directed financial assistance.
NSPIRES will also serve as the NASA
gateway for receipt of Grants.gov proposals.

NSPIRES is a comprehensive, user-
friendly tool for responding to solicita-
tions, preparing proposal data, working
with team members, and collecting the
documentation required to submit a pro-
posal to NASA. The system enables much
of this work to be performed electroni-
cally, even if hard-copy proposals are still
required for the present.

The main change that NSPIRES en-
tails for researchers is that the university,

rather than the principal investigator,
must submit online proposal data to
NASA. NSPIRES enables researchers to
release the required online proposal data
over the web to ORDA for submission to
NASA.

This change brings NASA in line with
the planned procedures for Grants.gov,
the federal government’s common site
through which universities will soon be
able to submit proposals to federal agen-
cies. To help simplify this transition,
NSPIRES will offer proposal management
and tracking capabilities.

ORDA is in the process of registering
with NSPIRES, after which principal in-
vestigators will be able to register. If you
have questions, contact Steve Banker at
sbanker@siu.edu.

CMREF: Cardiovascular
Research

The Cardiovascular Medical Research
& Education Fund supports research to
uncover the etiology and pathogenesis of
idiopathic pulmonary arterial hypertension
(IPAH), or primary pulmonary hyperten-
sion (PPH), in pursuit of the ultimate goal
of its prevention and cure. The immedi-
ate objectives are to (1) define the cellu-
lar basis of IPAH through the study of
affected lung tissue, (2) describe the
molecular pathways involved in the dis-
ease, and (3) identify genetic associations
with the IPAH clinical phenotype.

CMREF is organizing an IPAH Re-
search Network that it will fund through
various awards programs. CMREF will
commit $20 million over five years to this
effort. The purpose is to stimulate forma-
tion of a network of research centers, and
to develop an IPAH database that will
become available to the scientific com-
munity for use as a research tool. The
study of IPAH presents opportunities to
investigators working at levels ranging
from molecular to clinical, in the fields of
pharmacology, physiology, genetics,
genomics, medicine, surgery, epidemiol-
ogy, statistics, bioinformatics, and com-
putational biology. It is desirable to bring
investigators with these backgrounds to-
gether in a research network so that cells,
proteins, and genes that play essential roles
in the pathogenesis of IPAH can be
studied, interpreted, and related back to
clinical research and clinical care.

The American Heart Association will
provide peer review for the CMREF
awards.

NASA Earth and Space
Science Research

In late January 2005, the NASA Sci-
ence Mission Directorate will release a
single NASA Research Announcement
(NRA) entitled Research Opportunities
in Space and Earth Sciences 2005
(ROSES-05). ROSES-05 replaces the
approximately 5-10 individual Earth
Science NRAs that have been routinely
released in previous years. ROSES-05
covers every research opportunity (referred
to as “program elements”) in earth and
space science that NASA is soliciting in
2005.

The ROSES-05 NRA provides uniform
guidelines for the submission, evaluation,
and selection of proposals and implemen-
tation of awards in response to all of the
program elements. Unless specifically
stated otherwise in ROSES-05, all pro-
posals submitted to all program elements
will follow the guidelines provided in the

2005 edition of the NASA Guidebook for
Proposers, available at www.hq.nasa.gov/
office/procurement/nraguidebook.

The earliest due dates for proposals for
program elements are about 75 days after
the NRA release date, with the remaining
due dates staggered through the end of
2005. More information on this and other
NASA research programs is available at
research.hq.nasa.gov/research.cfm.

NCIIA: Invention, Innovation,
and Entrepreneurship Grants

Twice yearly, the National Collegiate
Inventors and Innovators Alliance awards
grants in two major categories to its mem-
ber institutions (SIUC is a member) to
support and strengthen invention, inno-
vation, and entrepreneurship education
through curricular development and the
work of Advanced E-Teams. (E-Teams
are groups of students, faculty, and indus-
try advisors who join forces to create
technologically innovative, commercially
viable products that lead to the develop-
ment of successful entrepreneurial ventures.)

Course and Program grants are
awarded to institutions for the purpose of
strengthening existing curricular programs
or building new programs in invention,
innovation, and entrepreneurship. Suc-
cessful proposals present creative peda-
gogical approaches that generate and
deploy E-Teams, bringing real-life appli-
cations into the classroom setting and
beyond. Grants range from $2,000 to
$50,000 for 1-3 years.

Advanced E-Team grants provide
E-Teams with the support they need to
bring an innovative product or technol-
ogy from idea to prototype, and eventu-
ally to market. Successful E-Team grant
proposals demonstrate an idea’s technical
feasibility, social value, and potential for
commercialization. Grants range from
$1,000 to $20,000 for 12-18 months.

The NCIIA places a high value on
grant proposals that demonstrate concern
for the earth and the health and welfare of
humans. We encourage our members to
find creative approaches to addressing such
issues as poverty, disease, and environmen-
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tal degradation through affordable design,
technologies that solve critical problems
and meet basic human needs (such as
food, water, shelter, health, safety, and
education), and pedagogical approaches
that encourage awareness of and interest
in these global issues.

Course and program grant proposals
may focus on introducing these issues to
students with a design course, adding so-
cially focused E-Teams to an existing en-
trepreneurship course, or developing an
entirely original program to engage stu-
dents in problem-solving endeavors.

Advanced E-Team grant proposals may
focus on products that are affordable to
people earning $1-2/day, on technologies
that improve human health and the envi-
ronment, or on businesses with a social
vision.
