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SIUC Proposal Review and Approval
Who Does What, and What Do Those
Signatures Really Mean?

Careful preparation of proposals is paramount to success in getting funded. Part of the
preparation process is the internal review and approval of the proposal before it is
submitted. Each level of the review process should be thorough, not perfunctory. When
the principal investigator, the department chair or center director, and the college
dean sign the internal Proposal Checklist pages, they are all signifying their approval of
the project, the budget, and the likelihood that the project can be completed successfully.

Responsibilities of principal investigator
The principal investigator (PI; called the project director on some grants) is

responsible for preparing the proposal, the budget, and the Proposal Checklist. To give
chairs/directors and deans ample time to review and suggest improvements to the
proposal, the PI should allow ample time for these administrators to approve it. ORDA
recommends that the proposal be approved by the department chair and sent to the
dean’s office at least two weeks prior to the date that the proposal must be mailed/
received. To make the proposal preparation process run smoothly, we suggest that the
PI use the following guidelines:

• Obtain the program guidelines and application. Contact the ORDA research
project specialist assigned to your college (see back page of this newsletter), and let her/
him know what grant program you will be applying to and where the guidelines can be
obtained. If you wish, the project specialist will be happy to meet and discuss ideas
about the proposal as soon as the guidelines are available and before you have begun
writing the proposal. It’s often a good idea to contact the program officer at the
sponsoring organization as well.

• Start EARLY, well in advance of the receipt deadline.
• If the grant sponsor requires that the University assume the project after the grant

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ends, you should get your chair and dean
to agree to that arrangement before you
begin working on the proposal.

• Prepare a draft of the proposal.
• If you allow time to circulate the

proposal for internal peer review, you
may be able to improve the proposal, and
your chances of being funded, by taking
colleagues’ feedback into account.

• Prepare a draft of the budget using
an Excel Spreadsheet. The sample spread-
sheet provided on the ORDA website
(www.siu.edu/orda) incorporates fringe
benefit and F&A (indirect) cost rate for-
mulas, or see ORDA’s Rates and Forms
menu page for this information if you are
starting from scratch with your own spread-
sheet. If the grant sponsor will not pay full
F&A costs, you must attach that part of
their guidelines to the budget.

• Cost-sharing of faculty time on bud-
gets is based on the percentage of effort
that faculty will contribute to the project
during the time that SIUC is paying their
salary, which is generally 9 or 12 months.
The percentage of effort should reflect
reality based on the size of the project and
should be agreed upon by the chairs of the
departments involved.

• Base salaries of current faculty and
staff may be adjusted for reasonable infla-
tion (ranges from 3% to 6%).

• If you need matching funds from
the Vice Chancellor for Research (VCR),
complete the request form on ORDA’s
website and send it and the necessary
attachments to him. Allow as much lead
time as you can. Note: Your request will
be more likely to get matching funds from
the VCR if your chair and/or dean have
given matching funds, too.

• If you would like your ORDA project
specialist to review your draft budget,
e-mail or bring him/her a copy of the
budget spreadsheet. Although ORDA no
longer prepares budgets for principal in-
vestigators, we are happy to review draft
budgets on request and suggest revisions.
Allow time for making necessary changes!
ORDA’s review of final budgets (see be-
low) checks for accuracy and ensures that
budgets adhere to University, state, fed-
eral, and grant sponsor policies.

• Revise and complete the proposal
and budget.

• Will the project involve human
subjects, vertebrate animals, hazardous
biological, chemical, or radiological
materials, or recombinant DNA? If so,
you must submit a research protocol for
approval by the relevant body: the
Human Subjects Committee, the Institu-
tional Animal Care and Use Committee,
or the Center for Environmental Health
and Safety. Work cannot begin before the
project is approved by the University, and
some grant sponsors will not release funds
for the project until institutional approval
is obtained.

• Complete and sign the internal
Proposal Checklist. Contact your ORDA
project specialist if you have any ques-
tions about filling out this form. Be sure to
itemize all of the SIUC and third-party
contributions (if any) on the checklist.

• Take the proposal, budget, and
checklist to your chair and dean for their
review and signatures. Allow plenty of
time for each of their reviews and to make
any changes that they request before they
can approve the proposal.

• Bring the proposal, budget, and
checklist to your ORDA project special-
ist at least two working days before it
must be mailed to the grant sponsor. If
the sponsor is not NIH, NSF, DOE,
USDA, or ED, also bring any special forms
required by the sponsor. ORDA provides
the final review and final institutional
signature (see ORDA section below).

Review by department chair or
center director

The chair’s or director’s review and
signature constitute departmental/center
endorsement of all aspects of the pro-
posal. The chair/director determines:

• If the proposal activity is within the
broad goals and scope of the department
or center and academic discipline. (NOTE:
This condition is not intended to infringe
in any way on the academic freedom of
the PI. It is intended to clarify that the
proposed activity should contribute to the
mission of the department/center and aca-
demic discipline and not interfere with
the capacity of the department to meet its
responsibilities to students.)

• If the college and department can
meet any obligations that the University

may have to assume when the grant ends.
• If the PI and the department have

the ability to carry out the project suc-
cessfully.

• If salary arrangements for academic
or summer support are reasonable and are
not inflated by a higher-than-expected
percentage.

• If the amount of personnel effort
that is cost-shared or contributed by SIUC
is reasonable for the size of the project and
if the amount of effort meets departmen-
tal guidelines. Personnel effort cannot
add up to more than 100% for all activi-
ties—research, teaching, and service.

• If the personnel, matching funds,
and facilities for the project, based upon
the budget and budget narrative, are ad-
equate and meet departmental guidelines.

• If there is adequate space available
for the project.

Review by dean
The dean acts upon recommendations

of the department chair regarding use of
space and facilities in the department.
The dean’s review determines:

• If the proposal activity is within the
broad goals and scope of the college.
(NOTE: This condition is not intended
to infringe in any way on the academic
freedom of the PI. It is intended to clarify
that the proposed activity should contrib-
ute to the mission of the college and not
interfere with the capacity of the college
to meet its responsibilities to students.)

• If the budget, salary, and employ-
ment of present or proposed personnel
are appropriate for the college.

• If the college and department can
meet any obligations that the University
may have to assume when the grant ends.

Review and processing by ORDA
ORDA’s review determines if the

budget is accurate, if the proposal con-
forms to University, federal, and grant
sponsor policies, and if the appropriate
University faculty and administrators have
signed the Proposal Checklist. ORDA will:

• Review the draft budget if requested.
The ORDA project specialist will e-mail
the PI, who will make any necessary
changes to the budget, preferably before
sending the proposal for review by the
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department chair and dean.
• Review the final budget to ensure

that it is accurate and incorporates the
correct fringe benefits and F&A rates.

• Review the budget narrative and
other parts of the proposal to ensure that
they conform with University and fund-
ing organization policies.

• Review the Proposal Checklist, in-
cluding the appropriate signatures from
chairs and deans, and check compliance
statements to ensure that the appropriate
regulatory committees have reviewed and
approved the proposal where necessary or
that the review is pending.

• Prepare necessary grant sponsor
forms such as assurances, budget forms,
and title page if the entire proposal pack-
age is brought to ORDA at least two
working days before it has to be mailed.
Otherwise the PI may have to prepare the
budget forms and title page.

• Provide the official institutional sig-
nature after careful review of the entire
proposal. Note: If a researcher brings a
proposal to ORDA for signature too late
for adequate review, the director of ORDA
may agree to sign the proposal to meet the
grant deadline but reserves the right to
withdraw the proposal from consideration
by the grant sponsor if it is found not to
meet University guidelines and standards.

• Photocopy and mail the grant ap-
plication if given two working days before
it has to be mailed, and send the PI a copy
for his or her files. Otherwise, photocopy-
ing and mailing are the PI’s responsibility.
(The PI also is responsible for copying
materials other than those explicitly re-
quired by the grant sponsor.) ORDA will
pay first-class postage for the application,
but the PI must pay for shipping if expe-
dited mailing is required.

Researchers who have questions about
proposal preparation or submission should
contact the ORDA research project spe-
cialist who works with their college. Pre-
paring grant proposals and budgets can be
time-consuming and stressful, but we are
here to give researchers as much assis-
tance as we can, from consultation on
project planning to final review of pro-
posals. If we can help, please call on us.

NIH Applicants Should Set Up
Electronic Profile

The National Institutes of Health is
now accepting electronic submission of
simple, competing R01, R03, and R21
grant applications that have modular
budgets and no consortia/subcontracts. A
description of these three grant mecha-
nisms can be found at the following web
addresses.

• R01 Research Program Grants:

• R03 Small Grants: grants.nih.gov/
grants/funding/r03.htm

• R21 Exploratory/Developmental
Research Grants: grants.nih.gov/grants/

Applications can be for new awards
(Type 1 not revised), competing continu-
ations (Type 2), and revised applications
(new and competing continuations). Bud-
gets must be modular (less than $250,000)
and cannot include consortia arrange-
ments or subcontracts.

NIH is expected to begin requiring
electronic submission of these proposal
types on July 1.

Principal investigators who will be sub-
mitting a proposal that qualifies for elec-
tronic submission should contact Debbie
Fields, 3-4540 or debbie@siu.edu, to get a
profile set up on the eRA Commons.
After Debbie sets up the profile, you will
need to access it and provide additional
information. If you are creating a new

profile, you should allow at least a week
for NIH to verify the profile before the
receipt deadline. The information in the
Commons should exactly match the cor-
responding information in the grant
application. Researchers are responsible
for keeping the personal information in
their profiles correct and up to date.

Surplus Energy-Related
Equipment Available

The Energy-Related Laboratory Equip-
ment (ERLE) Grant Program (erle.osti.
gov/erle) was established by the U.S.
Department of Energy (DOE) to grant
excess used energy-related laboratory
equipment to universities interested in
establishing or upgrading energy-oriented
educational programs in the life, physical,
and environmental sciences and in engi-
neering. An energy-oriented program is
defined as an academic research activity
dealing primarily or entirely with energy-
related topics.

The listing of equipment available
through the ERLE program is posted at
erle.osti.gov/erle/search.asp. Applica-
tions are reviewed and grant awards made
on a first-received, first-qualified basis.
The costs of care and handling incident
to the grant are borne by the requesting
institution. Such costs normally consist of
packing, crating, shipping, and insurance,
and are limited to actual costs.

Institutions are not required to have a
current DOE grant or contract to partici-
pate in the program.

Four Win IAC Artist
Fellowships

Congratulations go to four SIUC
faculty and staff who have been awarded
Illinois Arts Council Artist Fellowships
for 2005. The $7,000 fellowships went to
David Bond, Library Affairs, for poetry;
Eric Mandat and Frank Stemper, Music,
for music composition; and Chris
Wildrick, Art & Design, for visual arts.
Some 845 artists across the state applied
for fellowships in five categories; only 49
artists received awards.
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Be Aware of NSF Programs
That Limit Grant Proposals

As we noted in the January issue of
Research Matters, ORDA has adopted a
new procedure for principal investigators
submitting grant applications to programs
where the agency limits the number of
proposals per institution. The procedure
requires the PI to send a completed Noti-
fication of Intent form to orda@siu.edu at
least 30 days prior the agency deadline.
The notification form is available as a
PDF file via the Proposal Assistance and
Rates & Forms menus on the ORDA
website. If ORDA receives more notifica-
tions than the agency’s proposal limit, the
Vice Chancellor for Research will estab-
lish a review committee to oversee the
internal selection process.

Researchers who submit applications
to the National Science Foundation
should be aware that NSF has a number of
program solicitations that limit proposals
and thus require a notification to ORDA
(see the list below, which may not be
complete). If you are thinking of applying
to any of these programs, consult the NSF
website, www.nsf.gov, for upcoming dead-
lines and contact ORDA.

NASA: ROSES Program

Through the Research Opportunities
in Space and Earth Sciences program
(ROSES), the National Aeronautics and
Space Administration will fund basic and
applied research and technology relevant
to one or more of the three defined NASA
science themes: Earth-Sun System, Solar
System, and Universe.

Research areas include, but are not
limited to:

• theory, modeling, and analysis of
SMD (Science Mission Directorate) sci-
ence data;

• aircraft, stratospheric balloon, and
suborbital rocket investigations;

• development of experiment tech-
niques suitable for future SMD space mis-
sions;

• development of concepts for future
SMD space missions;

• development of advanced technolo-
gies relevant to SMD missions;

• development of techniques for and
the lab analysis of both extraterrestrial
samples returned by spacecraft as well as
terrestrial samples that support or other-
wise help verify observations from SMD
Earth science space missions;

• determination of atomic and com-
position parameters needed to analyze
space data as well as returned samples
from the Earth or space;

• Earth surface observations and field
campaigns that support SMD science
missions;

• development of integrated Earth
system models; and

• development of applied information
systems applicable to SMD objectives and
data.

Depending on the specific program el-
ement, awards range from under $100,000
per year for focused, limited efforts (e.g.,
data analysis) to more than $1 million per
year for extensive activities (e.g., devel-
opment of science experiment hardware).
Awards will be made as grants, coopera-
tive agreements, or contracts, depending
on the nature of the proposing organiza-
tion and/or program requirements. The
typical award period is three years, al-
though a few programs may specify
shorter or longer (maximum of five years)
periods.

Electronically submitted Notices of
Intent to propose are requested for all
program elements, with the first such due
date being February 18. Proposal due dates
are scheduled starting on April 8 and con-
tinuing through February 10, 2006.

All principal investigators and co-
investigators must register with NASA’s
new electronic proposal database system
at nspires.nasaprs.com. Applicants are
urged to access the system well in ad-
vance of the proposal due dates of inter-
est to familiarize themselves with its
structure and enter the requested infor-
mation. A significant change from
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NASA’s previous electronic system is the
requirement that the required electroni-
cally submitted Cover Page / Proposal
Summary / Budget Summary must be
submitted by the institution’s sponsored
project office (i.e., ORDA).

NSF: Biological Sciences
Equipment & Instrumentation

The National Science Foundation is
soliciting proposals for funding under the
Multi-User Equipment and Instrumen-
tation Resources for Biological Sciences
Program. This program aids organizations
in the purchase of expensive items of re-
search equipment to be shared by a num-
ber of independent investigators who have
active research projects with NSF.

Approximately $3.5 million in FY 2006
funding is expected to be available for
20 to 25 awards. The minimum request is
$40,000, and the maximum is $400,000.

NSF: Faculty Early Career
Development Awards

The National Science Foundation’s
Faculty Early Career Development (CA-
REER) Program offers NSF’s most presti-
gious awards to support the early career
development of those teacher-scholars
who are most likely to become the
academic leaders of the 21st century.
CAREER awardees are selected on the
basis of creative proposals that effectively
integrate research and education within
the university. Such plans should build a
firm foundation for a lifetime of integrated
contributions to research and education.

NSF encourages submission of CA-
REER proposals from junior faculty mem-
bers and especially encourages women,
members of underrepresented minority
groups, and persons with disabilities to
apply.

In addition, each year NSF selects
nominees for the Presidential Early Ca-
reer Awards for Scientists and Engineers
(PECASE) from among the most merito-
rious new CAREER awardees. The
PECASE program recognizes outstanding
scientists and engineers who, early in their
careers, show exceptional potential for
leadership at the frontiers of knowledge.
This award is the highest honor bestowed
by the U.S. government on scientists and
engineers beginning their independent
careers.

Psychosocial and Behavioral
Research on Cancer

The American Cancer Society sup-
ports promising investigators in the de-
velopment of their research careers by
providing grants to investigators who do
not have national-level funding but can
demonstrate the potential to succeed in
obtaining such funding. The Illinois Divi-
sion of the ACS is soliciting grant propos-
als in the area of psychosocial and behav-
ioral research. This research grant pro-
gram is designed to encourage investigators
from a variety of academic, scientific, and
public health disciplines. Particular em-
phasis will be given to innovative, non-
duplicative projects that involve outreach
partnerships, such as an academic medi-
cal center with a community-based orga-
nization.

Research projects in the following
areas will be considered.

Behavior related to cancer control
• Behavioral medicine research and

interventions.
• Influence of social factors.
• Attitudes and belief systems and

their influence on psychological health.
• Interventions to change attitudes

and beliefs that affect behavior.
• Psychological or educational inter-

ventions to promote behaviors that
reduce treatment related morbidity and
promote psychological adjustment to the
diagnosis of cancer and to the effects of
treatment.

Cost analyses and health care
delivery

• Analyses of cost-effectiveness of
methods used in cancer prevention, detec-
tion, diagnosis, prognosis, treatment, and
survivor care/support.

• Studies of providers, such as geo-
graphical or care-setting variations in
outcomes.

• Effect of reimbursement insurance
on cancer control, outcomes, and survi-
vorship support.

Education and communication
• Education of patients, physicians,

and the general population about cancer.
• Communicating cancer risk to

underserved and at-risk populations.
• Communicating information about

smoking and tobacco cessation inter-
ventions.

• Special approaches and consider-
ations for underserved and at-risk popula-
tions.

• Prevention/screening/assessment
systems for the public or health care pro-
fessionals.

• Training, predictive cancer models,
pain management, and surveillance sys-
tems for primary care professionals and
telehealth/telemedicine applications.

• Barriers to successful health com-
munication.

Awards of up to $250,000 (combined
direct and indirect costs) will be made.

stitute (NHLBI) are soliciting investiga-
tor-initiated research grant applications
for projects studying pathogenesis of and
therapies for the muscular dystrophies. R21
applications can request up to $275,000
in direct costs for the two-year term of the
award, with no more than $200,000 for
any single year. There is no cost limit for
the R01 mechanism.

NIST: Small Grants Program

The National Institute of Standards
and Technology will fund grants and
cooperative agreements through the
following programs in FY 2005.

The Electronics and Electrical Engi-
neering Laboratory (EEEL) program will
fund development of fundamental elec-
trical metrology and metrology support-
ing industry and government agencies in
the broad areas of semiconductors, elec-
tronic instrumentation, radio-frequency
technology, optoelectronics, magnetics,
video, electronic commerce as applied to
electronic products and devices, the trans-
mission and distribution of electrical
power, national electrical standards (fun-
damental, generally quantum-based physi-
cal standards), and law enforcement stan-
dards.

The Manufacturing Engineering
Laboratory (MEL) program will fund
projects in the following areas: Dimen-
sional Metrology for Manufacturing, Me-
chanical Metrology for Manufacturing,
Intelligent Systems, and Information Sys-
tems Integration for Applications in
Manufacturing.

The Chemical Science and Technol-
ogy Laboratory (CSTL) program will fund
projects in the following fields of mea-
surement science research, focused on ref-
erence methods, reference materials, and
reference data: Biotechnology, Process
Measurements, Surface and Microanaly-
sis Science, Physical and Chemical Prop-
erties, and Analytical Chemistry.

The Physics Laboratory (PL) pro-
gram will fund projects in the following
areas: Electron and Optical Physics,
Atomic Physics, Optical Technology, Ion-
izing Radiation, Time and Frequency, and
Quantum Physics.

The Materials Science and Engineer-
ing Laboratory (MSEL) program will fund
projects in the following areas: Ceramics,
Metallurgy, Polymer Sciences, Materials
Reliability, and Neutron Scattering Re-
search and Spectroscopy.

The Building Research (BR) program
will fund projects in the following areas:
Structures, Construction Metrology and
Automation, Inorganic Materials, Poly-
meric Materials, HVAC & R Equipment
Performance, Mechanical Systems and
Controls, Heat Transfer and Alternative
Energy Systems, Computer Integrated
Building Processes, and Indoor Air Qual-
ity and Ventilation.
